The Community Services Department is now accepting applications for its Adult Softball Program, Spring 2025 
season.  Men’s and Coed leagues are now being formed. The season tentatively runs from February 10th through April 
18th Teams will be guaranteed nine (9) scheduled games, with a maximum of 10 games depending on playoffs. All 
league champions will be decided by the winner of a playoff. 
 
Irvine softball leagues are governed by Southern California Municipal Athletic Federation (SCMAF) rules, except as 
modified by Irvine by-laws.  Use of multi-walled/skinned/shelled or multi-layered bats, titanium bats, or bats with 
composite barrels are not permitted. Bats that are allowed are single-walled bats and wooden bats with taped 
handles.

2. ELIGIBILITY 
 
A. Players must be at least eighteen (18) years of age on or before the first league game.  All players must have 

a picture ID available at all games.

4. ROSTERS   
  

A. Each team shall submit an official, complete roster of not more than twenty (20) players.  Players must sign 
the roster AT THE PARK OFFICE WITH A PICTURE ID before playing.  This will be done at the first game that 
each player plays during a given season. Players cannot play on multiple teams in the same league on the 
same night. 

 
B. ROSTER ADDITIONS (no deletions are permitted) may be made up until the start of your 7th league game.  No 

roster changes may be made after the 7th league game without sufficient proof of necessity and approval 
from the league office. All roster additions must be made at the park office where the team is scheduled 
to play and placed directly onto the roster filed at the park office.
